Epdvirallisissa kokouksissa ei
tehda paatoksia.

"(Tampereen kokouksen) lopputuloksen pitdisi
olla helposti kansalaisten ymmarrettavissa",
Enestam sanoi. Hinen mukaansa Tampereella
on tarkoitus asettaa tietyt aiheet etusijalle ja
keskittya niihin.

"Tampereeseen kohdistuu erittdin paljon odo-
tuksia", kiteytti Jirventaus. Yksi tirkeimmista
vireilld olevista EU:n oikeus- ja sisdasioista on
turvapaikkapolitiikan pelisdintojen yhteniis-
timinen.

Taideteollinen korkeakoulu, teknilliset korkeakoulut
ja kauppakorkeakoulut ovat siis yliopistoja, joissa suorite-
taan korkeakoulututkintoja. Ammattikorkeakouluilla on
oma lainsAdadantoénsa, ja niissid suoritetaan ammattikor-
keakoulututkintoja.

Finland's Kalle Palander
Vail's surprise

VAIL, CO - In the largest crowd of specta-
tors to watch a ski race in this country, there
was not one Finnish flag among the dozens of
national flags that were waving.

Not one shirtless spectator had his face or
body painted with grease paint in Finland's col-
ors. Austrian and Norwegian colors dominat-
ed, with Swiss and Italian not far behind.

The fact is, before 23-year-old Kalle Palander
came pounding over the lip of Pepi's Face to
win the slalom gold medal in the World Alpine
Championships, few race fans ever had seen a
Finnish Alpine racer.

Palander, who vowed all week he would win
a medal here, said his breakthrough would turn
his country to Alpine skiing and loosen up
some cash from the ski federation, most of
which goes to Nordic events, for which
Finland is famous.

"I knew I was skiing well," said an ebullient
Palander, who was not used to the crunch of
reporters at the finish.

"I knew I could make the podium if I stayed
solid and made good turns, and did not ski out
on the ice. But I never dreamed this, a gold
medal, a world championship. It is amazing."

The closest to any Alpine ski glory for
Finland came in 1996 when Janne Leskinen
placed fourth in a World Cup slalom. Aside
from that, they never made the top 10 in a
World Cup, world championship, or Olympic
event.

Another sweet note for Palander: His aston-
ishing second run — more than eight-10ths of a
second faster than the nearest competitor —
knocked two from dominant ski countries
down a peg on the podium.

Settling for silver was Norway's Lasse Kjus,
though he set a world record with five medals
in a world championship or Olympics. Just
behind him came Austria's Christian Mayer.

Palander's victory delighted Raimo Ahti, of
Lunenburg (MA), a long-time competitive
cross-country skier. He said that for a Finn to
win a world-class Alpine skiing event is like
some one from Iowa winning such a competi-
tion. Ahti commented that he had always been
a strong proponent of an Alpine program in the
former Finnish Ski Club of Fitchburg.

Near-unanimous vote
for constitutional change

The Finnish parliament approved the new con-
stitution bill by a vote of 1704 in the 200-seat
chamber last Friday. The clear result of the vote
is an indication that the next parliament, too,
will approve the bill. It would then go into effect
in the year 2000.

The most important amendments are that the
decision-making power of parliament would be
strengthened while the presidential authority
would be more distinctly tied to the consent of
any government that enjoys the confidence of
parliament.

The presidential authorities would be reduced
particularly as to the formation of a government.
The president would, however, retain great deci-
sion making powers in foreign affairs, in which
the president would act "in concert" with the
government. (HS)

Little Parties May Face Extinction

The upcoming parliamentary elections of
March 21 may mean the end for some of the lit-
tle parties in parliament. Falling out of parlia-
ment may be sudden death for splinter groups
that do not get in.

There are now four little parties in parliament —
the nuorsuomalaiset (Young Finns), the remont-
tiryhmd (Renovation Group), the perussuoma-
laiset (Fundamental Finns) and the Motley
Party. They face a really fateful general election.

Of the four, it is only the Young Finns who
retain even their names from the preceding par-
liamentary election. (I1S)

Finland to write off most
of remaining Soviet debt?

Russia's wasting economic crisis will probably
lead to a reduction by the Finnish state in ihe
debt owed by the Soviet Union. Three billion
markkas of that Soviet debt is still outstanding
although it has twice been reduced in the 1990s
through deliveries of armaments.

When the Soviet Union collapsed, its total for-
eign debt had amounted to 66 billion dollars.
Finland's share in this was a billion dollars or
about five billion markka. Part of it was a sur-
plus in the clearing trade, and part was unpaid
receivables for exports that fall upon the state.
Interest has now pushed the Soviet debt up to
103 billion dollars.

Russia has in principle promised to see to the
Soviet debt. But its economic crisis has cut into
its ability to pay. It seems likely that Russia will
use its limited money resources on its own debts
rather than on managing those it inherited from
the Soviet Union.

Although most of the debt may be written off,
Finland would still get a tiny fraction of the
Soviet sum of debt. Kai Risinen, foreign affairs
under-secretary, says Finland has consent from
other debtors to invoice 120 million markkas of
the eastward debt in goods deliveries. Authori-
ties would remain for a purchase of ground-to-
air missiles costing over one billion markkas.

The debt would be reduced by the delivery of
"scientific machinery and equipment." (HS)

Hiamiildinen's pension
draws criticism

former governor of the bank of Finland.

Hamaldinen, 59, has
earned her pension of
60,000 markkas a
month — she worked
for over 35 years to
end up in her top spot
at the nation’s central
bank.

But there is cause to
ask if it is right and
fair for her to draw
this old age pension
ahead of time while
concurrently getting
100,000 markkas a
month in pay from
the European central
bank - 70,000 of
which she gets in hand after deductions.

Finance minister Sauli Niinisto (leader of the
Conservative Party) has also criticized the pen-
sion arrangements.

"] find it astounding that we should have a sys-
tem that can lead to such results. I do not wish
to brand Hamilédinen, but this is astounding
indeed," he is quoted as saying in an interview
in the newspapers Turun Sanomat and Aamu-
lehti.

Niinisto says it is up to the European Central
Bank to consider whether her pension affects

her independence from her previous employer.

More teaching of Finnish abroad

There has been an increase in the study of the
Finnish language at universities abroad in the
past few years. Finnish is now being taught at
89 universities as against only 70 in the middle
of the 1990s.

Most new study programs have been intro-
duced in EU countries and in Russia and the
Baltic States, but there has been enough interest
in Finnish to put together courses also in the
United States, Australia and Japan.

Jyrki Kalliokoski, professor of Finnish at the
university of Helsinki, says it is'the Finnish
membership of the EU that has aroused the
interest.

"Finnish is an official language of the EU, and
learning it is of direct use to students. When
interpretation can be relied on, members may be
elected to the European parliament on grounds
other than their knowledge of languages. This
benefits us too."

EU membership is not the sole reason for inter-
est, he says.

"Finnish is a much investigated language and is
studied as an example of a different language
alongside the general language routebecause it is
unlike other European languages. Too, Finnish
literature is of interest abroad, and skill at Finn-
ish is necessary in translating it." (HS)
