Han kiitti suomalaisia avusta ja siiti,
ettd maat ovat kriittisind hetkina pystyneet tukemaan
toinen toisiaan. Tilaisuuteen osallistuli myods suurldhettilis
Pekka Oinonen.

Viron vapaussodassa 80 vuotta sitten taisteli myos toinen
suomalaisryhmd, pohjoisrintamalla ollut Ensimmaéinen
Suomalainen Vapaajoukko. Kaikkiaan Viron vapaussotaan
osallistui 3 700 suomalaista vapaaehtoista. Taisteluissa tai
sodan tuomiin vaivothin kuoli 145 suomalaista.

Viron vapaussota johti itseniiseen Viroon, joka mairitet-
tiin vuonna 1920 Tarton rauhansopimuksessa. T4t4 jatkui
Neuvosto-miehitykseen vuonna 1940. Viron itseniisyys pa-
lautettiin uudelleen v. 1991. Viron vapaussodassa viro-
laiset ja suomalaiset taistelivat Neuvosto-Venijdn joukkoja
ja vilme vaiheessa myo6s Latviasta hydkédnneitd Baltian
saksalaisia joukkoja vastaan.

Iimailulaitoksen laskelmien mukaan lennonjohto voisi
lakon aikana hoitaa esimiesvoimin noin 15 lentoa tunnis-
sa. Normaalioloissa lennonjohto selvittid enimmilldin 43
léntoa tunnissa. Lakko haittaa myos postin kulkua. (SS)

Suomalaisten alkoholinkulutus kasvoi

Suomalaisten alkoholin kulutus kasvoi jidlleen viime
vuonna. Stakesin tilastojen mukaan kasvua oli 1,6 pro-
senttia edellisvuodesta. Myos alkoholin aiheuttamat haitat
lisddntyivat.

Sataprosenttista alkoholia suomalaiset joivat yhteensa
36,1 miljoonaa litraa, miki tekee seitsemén litraa asukas-
ta kohti. Edellisvuonna tilastoitu kulutus oli 6,9 litraa per
asukas. Kun virallisissa tilastoissa ndkymaéttémat alkoholi-
juomat lasketaan mukaan, kokonaiskulutus oli viime
vuonna noin 8,9 litraa asukasta kohti.

Virallisen kulutustilaston ulkopuolelle jdi ns. tilastoima-
ton alkoholikulutus: matkailijjoiden tuoma alkoholi, lailli-
nen ja laiton alkoholijuomien kotivalmistus, salakuljetus ja
korvikealkoholit. Ennakkotietojen mukaan tdméa kulutus
oli vilme vuonna hieman alle kaksi litraa eli suunnilleen
samalla tasolla kuin edellisend vuonna ja hieman alem-
pana kuin vuonna 1995. (STT)

From 1911 to 1946 -

This and That Concerning the Business Side of Raivaaja

January 31, 1999, marked
the 94th anntversary of the
[irst issue of RAIVAAJA.

In observance of this occa-
slon, we are printing Roy
Helander’s translation of John
Suominen’s article “Ralvaajan
litkepuolista yhtd ja toista”
which appeared in the June
27, 1946, RAIVAAJA, an issue
commemorating the 40th anni-
versary of the Finnish Amert-
can soclallst movement.

While some of the (nforma-
tion (n this article has already
appeared (n various English
language books and perlodi-
cals, this is most ltkely the
first time ever a translation of
the entire article has been
published. Publishing transla-
tions of wrlitings from the
Finnish American past helps
expand the source material
avallable. It's the primary step
(n the process of building a
solid general awareness of
Finnish American history.

John Suominen (1887-1948)
was business manager of
Ratvaaja Publishing Company
from 1911 to 1948.

The editorial staff asked the
undersigned to note some-
thing of our business side for
the historical edition, so I will
attempt to answer in some
way.

Much has been said of
Raivaaja's tight money situa-
tion in the early years. That
has undoubtedly meant the
years 1905-1910. This writer
was not on the staff then, so
that period is unknown to
him and so he cannot say
anything interesting about
those experiences. The scarci-
ty of funds has not really
been a bother after 1910. Of
course, certain arrangements
have always been on the
agenda continually.

When we look at the finan-
cial reports for the first years,
we get some kind of picture of
events. There are no financial
reports for the first two years.

The balance sheets show:
Capital Loans
1907 $5,000 $8,000
1908 $8,700 $8,200
1909 $13,800 $8,000
1910 $17,200 $6,700

These numbers show that
the local chapters have
redeemed capital quite exten-
sively but the loans, which
have been the cause of many
struggles, do not appear to
have been very great, only
about $8,000.

In April 1911, capital and
loans were at the same level
as at the end of 1910. Total
capital and debts were
$26,500. The operating loss

was $3,400. The loss for the
first six months was not
large, even though we can
presume that the balance
sheets were prettified to some
extent for a notable number
of books which were then in
stock are in large part still
unsold. Some other com-
ments could be made.

From that moment on, the
supervision and control of the
business side has been the
responsibility of this writer. It

is interesting to that at this
point the business would
have been on the brink of
bankruptcy had the creditors
demanded it, for debts were
$3,400 greater than the
assets.

The shareholders of the cor-

poration, however, were so
optimistic, that since the
newspaper had not been any
more successful as a weekly
nor later as a thrice-weekly,
they decided to publish daily.
This writer, the new business
manager, was told that this
was the situation and these
are the expressed desires of
the annual meeting and get
going with the project.

That's how it began. Three
weeks later, on May 1, 1911,
Raivaaja began to appear as a
daily, as the meeting had
decreed and that is how it has
appeared for the last 35
years.

In the same year, the pre-
sent Raivaaja building and
needed equipment, including
a huge rotary press and a lot
of smaller machines, were
purchased. These purchases
were made amid great enthu-
siasm, even though there was
no money. We promised to
pay later. The figures show
growth from that point on:

1910 $ 26,700 $ 6,700
1911 58,000 19,000
1912 110,000 28,000
1913 113,000 38,000
1914 146,000 51,000
1915 46,000
1916 33,000
1917 15,000

Besides the personal loans,
at the same time $30,000
worth of shares had been sold
in addition to what had been
sold earlier, so that at its
height, the figure reached
$50,000. Debts have also
included a mortgage which
once was $25,000 plus what
was owed on the equipment.

But the personal loans ac-
count has been the "bank
credit" which has been avail-
able then and in situations
where other solutions did not
exist, When the funding of the

business through use of per-
sonal loans began for the first
time in 1911, this writer was
sent to New York to obtain
funds; and after moving
about under the direction and
advice of F. Broman and Karl
Lindstrom, over $10,000 was
found in a few days. We wish
to expressly recognize the
New York comrades and the
subscribers of that period.

At this time we began to
publicly advertize in the
paper for loans that would be
payable on demand. Monies
poured in and each investor
could redeem his loan when
he wished to do so. The debt
was great compared to the
$8,000 which was the total in
the early years, but there was
never a lack of funds.

Our program was to go into
debt by taking these loans to
the extent of our financial
needs, keeping in the trea-
sury a few thousand dollars
in case of demand for re-
demption of the loan. The
operation was manageable,
the capital moved and the
company's credit grew. We
were operating like a bank.

In three years we had
accepted $50,000 in loans
and additional funds kept
coming to the degree that we
had to ask that no more
monies be sent to us for we
cannot use it since our debts
have been paid up. But it was
of no use. The money kept
coming.

At this point we thought that
since we have such good
credit, why don't we establish
a bank. This writer was
Instructed to look into the
matter, and empowered by
the Raivaaja board of direc-
tors, he approached the
Banking Commissioner to
find out how much capital
was needed to found a bank,
etc.

He, the writer, was already

interested in the matter earli-
er, for had taken a correspon-
dence course on banking,
wishing to learn how one
could make money with other
people's funds. The answer to
the question was not to be
found there, he learned only
history, theory, bookkeeping

systems and methods. Only
later the school of experience
had given him the desired
answer and observation of
what percentages produce
and how they influence the
banking business.

The banking commissioner
lectured a couple of hours
about the credit union law
that had been enacted in
Massachusetts recently. Our
state is the first one to pass
such a law and, wonder of
wonders, indeed, even we did
not know of it at all. It be-
came clear at once that here
is a cooperative law for the
banking sector, although it
was call something else.

At the next Raivaaja board
meeting, seven men appeared
as the incorporators of Work-
ers' Credit Union. Each in-
vested five dollars and so
capital stood at $35 and
that's all that was required.
We held a formal constitutive
meeting at which many repre-
sentatives of the chapters
were present.

As a side comment on this
matter, may I state that the
founding of Workers' Credit
Union occurred at a time
when Raivaaja was very much
involved in assisting Tyémies.
Tyémies had just been res-
cued for its owners from an
attempt to seize control by
the IWW folk by the following
device: Raivaaja bought
$20,000 worth of Tydmies
shares, on J. Alfred Ander-
son's advice, with a promisso-
ry note which was later paid
by monies from the local
chapters. So it really was not
a watered share deal.

But in addition, the decision
to move from Hancock, Michi-
gan, to Superior, Wisconsin,
was made and so over
$10,000 was needed for the
move and the funds expected
from Raivaaja. When it was
explained that Raivaaja could
not come up with such an
amount, they suggested that
since you have a bank, why
doesn't it give us a loan. They
did not know that the bank
only had $35 in it, but we
dreamed about larger a-
mounts and so this writer
was ordered to go to New York
again to feel out the folks and
see whether deposits would
be forthcoming,

After several days, he
returned again with over

$10,000 in his pockets. Again
we must honor the New
Yorkers. They unwittingly
helped Workers' Credit Union
to get off to a good start. I
might also note in a humor-
ous vein that many contribu-
tors said that they didn't
trust the new bank, but if you
give me a Raivaaja promissory
note, you can have the
money. Each was gladly given
such a receipt.

The monies given in Raivaa-
ja's name were deposited in
the Credit Union in a Rai-
vaaja account, which soon
showed $15,000 in the
records. Money arrived from
all over with the same stipu-
lations. These funds were
later used to pay off the rest
of Raivaaja's debts. The nub
of the matter is that so much
money arrived at the Credit
Union within the next two
week that it was able to lend
Tyomies (and did so) an
amount which I seem to recall
was $14,000.

Tyémies developed swiftly
after that with various other
changes, including a new
business manager. Even this
writer was on loan at Tyémies
for three weeks. Cooperation
between the three papers was
friendly. Each published
books and sold them togeth-
er. The new business manag-
er at Tybmies was Matti
Tenhunen and August Nikula
was at Toveri. That was a
boom time. Our activities cov-
ered the entire country.

In the earlier chart, the line
between 1914 and 1915 was
put there intentionally to
emphasize when Workers'
Credti Union was founded
and Raivaaja's loans, as the
numbers indicate, began to
quickly grow smaller. In these
later years Raivaaja indicated
to its investors that they
should take the money out for
we wanted to pay them off
now and thanked them for
their assistance when we had
needed it and at the same
time recommended that they
might now deposit some of
their money in the Credit
Union, which was done by
almost all of them, and so the
personal borrowing account
of Raivaaja was closed and we
might add with honor. No one
lost a cent and each has mer-
ited the earned interest as a
reward for the help given.

It would take too long to pre-
sent all the numbers for these
decades, so let us turn to the
last balance sheet. When we
present it in the same form as
we have use heretofore to
show the size of the capital
base of our purchase prices,

Duma speaker irritated
over talk about Karelia

The debate about the restoration to Finland of
Karelia does not amuse Gennadi Seleznyov
(Communist), the speaker of the Duma, the
lower house of the Russian parliament.

"Those who wish to raise issues of territory are
in my opinion wishing for dissent in relations
between Russia and Finland," he said last week
during a visit to Finland.

"The policy of the Finnish State is, in my
understanding, that Finland has no territorial
demands on Russia," Seleznyov said at a news
conference in Helsinki in response to a question
whether the issue of ceded Karelia had been
taken up during his meetings here. (HS)

And about enlargement of NATO, too

While in Helsinki Duma speaker Gennadi
Seleznyov sharply criticized the enlargement of
the NATO military alliance.

"We regard the continued policy of alliance in
Europe to be an expression of a new cold war,"
he said at a meeting hosted by the Paasikivi
Society. He said there was consensus that the
global threat had been warded off in Europe, he
said.

"But despite that acknowledgement there is talk
in certain circles about an enlargement of
NATO. A threat to the development of integra-
tion will occur in our part of the world thereby."

"We know that many people in Finland take a
more optimistic view of the role of NATO. But
we have our reasons for concern," he said. In
Russia, he said, Finland was regarded as being
"a natural partner for Russia in the creation of a
real peace-maintaining-security architecture in
Europe based on something other than a rela-
tionship of opposition." (Hbl)

Finns feel they are
more Nordic than European

A new poll shows that Finns have a strong
Nordic affinity and feel more Nordic than
European. Among the various nations, they
place Norwegians highest and, in Nordic coop-
eration, regards the most important things to be
the economy, the European Union and defense.

But they regard a knowledge of English as
being more important than that of Swedish or
any other language. Almost all the respondents
consider a knowledge of English to be important
as against only somewhat above 70 percent who
consider Swedish to be so. But they do rank
Swedish above German, Russian and French.
French is not considered to be so important as
Russian.

The information is from an opinion survey for
the Nordic Countries Finnish Insititute Nifin
which was published in January. The Talous-
tutkimus poll asked Finns aged 15-74 their
opinions about Finland and other countries,
cooperation among the Nordic countries, and
other international affairs; 1,016 persons were
polled in November-December.

The poll shows that 96 percent of the respon-
dents consider cooperation with the other
Nordics to be at least fairly important.

To a separate query on the importance of coop-
eration with Sweden, 93 percent said they con-
sidered this to be very important or fairly so.
The same number considered cooperation with
the European Union to be at least fairly impor-

Cut taxes, social benefits says EU

The employment level would rise in Finland if
taxes and social security benefits were lowered,
says the European Commission in a report on
the economic situation of Finland that was pub-
lished last week.

The report says that the government which
takes office after the general elections of March
1999 should adopt a strategy that comprises
continued restructuring of state finances and of
labor market structures. Such a strategy should
be put fully into place from the middle of this
year. :

The study says that taxation and the system of
financial assistance are the single biggest factor
in the curbing of employment in Finland. (S77)

Century record for
low temperature in Finland

The official record low temperature of the cen-
tury in Finland was set January 28 of minus 51.5
degrees centigrade at Pokka, near the town of
Kittild in Finnish Lapland.

The previous record was set in 1985, when
50.04 was measured at Narusak, north of Salla,
in Finnish Lapland. (STT)

Higgman already regrets resigning

Pirjo Higgman has admitted in an interview
with a British radio company that she regrets her
sudden resignation from the International
Olympic Committe (I0C).

What verdict the ruling body of the IOC might
have meted out to Higgman — now a Finnish
former member of the IOC — will always remain
a riddle. She may have fallen into a group that
has not been penalized, at any rate as yet.

Finland has been branded a corrupt country,
along with her resignation. Her name and that of
Finland have already been repeatedly mentioned
in British newspaper accounts of the IOC scan-
dal for a number of days, and the scandal caused
by her has damaged the reputation of Finland at
least in Britain.

Her picture has been shown there in newspa-
pers' rogues galleries that depict members
sacked from the IOC. {s)

Number of farms continuing to fall
with EU membership

A study done for MTK - the central organiza-
tion of farm producers and forest owners —
shows that Finnish assumptions about member-
ship of the EU resulted in over a billion markka
going astray. The difference between the
assumptions and the reality was around 1.5 bil-
lion markka in 1996 and in 1997. ;

MTK researcher Tuomas Kuhmonen also stud-
ied how membership of the EU affected the
retention of active production of Finnish farms.
Early in this decade the number of farm hold-
ings fell by 3 percent a year while in 1996—
1997, the first years following accession to the
EU, farms were going out of production at the
rate of 9 percent.

He predicted on the basis of the trends that by
the year 2025 - following a further change of
generations — the number of active holdings in
Finland would be 37,000. This would mean a
fall in the number of holdings by 70 percent
from the year 1990. (HS)

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Mark Twain and Werner Wiskari
by Werner Wiskarl Stolen Years

Mark Twain said it first,
with words so memorable
that anyone confronted by
the same circumstances can-
not help but borrow them.
"The reports of my death are
greatly exaggerated," he
cabled from London to the
Associated Press in New York
in January 1897.

He at least heard about the
reports at once. I, however,
did not hear until this past
December, when a Christmas
card arrived from my Finnish
cousin Eila, that the Helsinki
newspaper, Helsingin Sano-
mat, had "greatly exaggerat-
ed" about me in October.

Accompanying her card was
a clipping of an October 11
column by Janne Virkkunen,
one of the three chief editors
of the Helsingin Sanomat,
referring to me as the "recent-
ly deceased Werner Wiskari."
Virkkunen was recalling that
it was from a Wiskari article
in The New York Times in
1979 that the Finnish people
had first learned that their
President, Urho Kekkonen,
was suffering from memory
lapses.

Besides underlining the
"recently deceased Werner
Wiskari" sentence, Cousin
Eila had written two words on
the clipping: "Great sorrow!"
But she also sent a second
clipping, Janne Virkkunen's
column of October 25, to
which he had appended a
note of regret for his October
11 error. Cousin Eila's hand-
written comment: "Great joy!"

The story, however, does not
end there.

In contrast with the civility

and the accuracy with which
The New York Ttmes and most
other newspapers correct
their mistakes, Chief Editor
Virkkunen of the Helsingin
Sanomat did not just express
regret for the one he had
made. He coupled his ac-
knowledgment of error with
an attempt to suggest that he
had at least been partly right.
Wiskari, he maintained, is
"deceased" but "fortunately
only as a journalist."

I wrote to him at once -
more than a week before
Christmas. I pointed out
that, although retired from
The New York Times, I have
continued to be active as a
writer and speaker, with my
writings appearing in print
from time to time. Therefore,
I suggested, it would be
appropriate for him to inform
his readers that his report of
my professional demise had
also been "greatly exaggerat-
ed."

More than a month passed
with no word from Virkkunen
either directly or indirectly.
And so on January 21, I faxed
a brief letter in Finnish to the
Helsingin Sanomat for publi-
cation on its "opinion page,"
where communications from
readers regularly appear.

"Since I have not heard any-
thing from the Hert Chief
Editor," my letter said, "I ask
to be permitted to announce
myself that I, Werner Wiskari,
am in no way deceased."

Will the Finnish people ever
see my letter? Perhaps not
until it appears as part of the
memoirs I am currently work-
ing on.

Finland is one of the few European nations that can
claim an unbroken record of democratic rule in the
20th century. Widely remembered for its successful
resistance against Soviet attempts to subjugate it
during World War II, Finland also acted skillfully to
preserve its independence and way of life during the
Cold War. Now, at the close of the century, Finland
has finally moved out of Moscow's shadow by joining
the European Union. And thanks to investment in
education and technological development, it has
joined the dozen most prosperous nations in the
world. Finland's experience casts new light on the
central issues facing Europe today: the challenges of
globalization; contradictions between the continuing
vitality of nationalism and the pressures of integra-
tion; and that still-unknown factor in the European
security equation, relations with Russia.

Max Jakobson is a former diplomat who played a key
role in the shaping of Finland's foreign policy during the
Cold War. As Finnish ambassador to the United Nations,
he was America's favorite candidate to succeed U Thant
as secretary general, but in 1971 was vetoed by the
Soviets who preferred Kurt Waldheim. Since leaving gov-
ernment service in 1975, Jakobson has written exten-
sively on international affairs.

Villagé tries lustily to stoke mature love

HELSINKI - In the village
nicknamed "Lake Lovemak-
ing," the only cold fish they
want to see are the ones in
the water.

The village of Kutemajérvi is
planning a sex fair this sum-
mer aimed at people age 45
and older.

"We hope to attract older
people who still have a twin-
kle in their eye, and can find
enjoyment in each other's
arms," Vesa Hikkinen, one of
the organizers, said yester-
day. "Hopefully, shy ones
also will find partners here."

The idea for the Aug. 7 event
arose when regional officials
asked the villagers to come
up with an event to commem-
orate the United Nations' des-
ignation of 1999 as Interna-
tional Year of Older Persons.

How the villagers arrived at
the sex fair idea may be con-
nected to the settlement's
name: Kutemajarvi literally
means "spawn lake." Now,
locals are calling it Lake Love-

making,

The centerpiece of the fair is
a plan to mark out a trail
through the region's forests
and meadows, with signs
pointing out secluded areas
that seem especially suitable
for intimate contact.

For those uncomfortable
with amour alfresco, the trail
also will pass several barns
that the organizers will make
sure are full of aromatic and
comfortable hay.

"Our message is that sex is
a happy affair; there is no age
limit and one should be able
to discuss it openly," said
Marjatta Myllyld, the social
and health services official for
the region of 190 miles north-
east of Helsinki.

Homosexuals are welcome.
But voyeurs can forget it.

"We are not offering pornog-
raphy, or orgies. And we'll
certainly take measures to
keep out peeping Toms," said

Hédkkinen, 48, a father of
four. ""This is going to be a
happy event, and my wife and
I are certainly going to make
the best of it."

Kutemajarvi, with a popula-
tion of 400, will put people up
in homes and farms, as well
as in summer villas around
the lake and in the forests of
the region, voted the prettiest
municipality in Finland last
year.

Talks and discussion groups
on the theme of sex and older
people will be held in Kangas-
niemi, 9 miles from the vil-

lage.

The village also hopes to
atiract participants to an
event in March - an ice fish-
ing competition for older per-
sons.

"I don't think there'll be
much lovemaking then,"
Hikkinen said. "But if any-
one wants to go ahead, we
aren't going to stop them."

we can say that the 1945
Raivaaja assets in the finan-
cial report are $200,000. That
means the purchase value of
all assets minus wear and
tear and depreciation. Today's
evaluation of the assets are
more or less unclear. Today's
prices are high. Equipment
and buildings are expensive.

The assets, capital and prof-
its show $100,000, but the
true value is considerably
higher. The value comes from
$50,000 in funds, invest-
ments, unpaid accounts,
building values and equip-
ment. There are no debts. So
that we can consider the
Raivaaja business to be quite
an economic success.

What different segments
have contributed to the whole
we will not consider here.
There have been various busi-
nesses involved in publishing
the newspaper. They have
enabled us to sell the paper
cheaper than production
costs would indicate and even
now, relatively speaking,
Raivaaja is perhaps the most
inexpensive Finnish newpa-
per.

We have published a lot of
books. We note some of the
most worthy as they occur to
us: “Aine ja Voima”"[Matter
and Power]; several printings
of Nuorteva's dictionary;
many editions of “Naisten
kodin keittokirja" [Women's
Home Cookbook]; “Kuilu”
[Abyss]; “Orjalassa” [In
Slavery]; “Pysyvd Rauha tai
Ihmiskunnan Tuho" [Lasting
Peace or the Destruction of
Mankind]); “Kalevala”; “His-

toria-aitheita”[Historic
Matters); “Syndikalismi” [Syn-
dicalism]; “Teollisuus, union-
ismi ja sosialismi”(Industry,

Unionism and Socialism];
“Proletariaatteita”(Proletarian
Ideas]; “Yhdysvaltain valtiol-
liset puolueet” [The National
Politcal Parties of the USJ;
“Sosialismi teoriana ja kay-
tinossi” [Socialism in Theory
and Practice]; “Sosialismin
perusteet” [The Foundations
of Socialism]; “Kehitysop-
pi"[The Science of Develop-
ment]; “Aakkoset sosialistien
lapsille” [ABC's for Children of
Socialists]; a calendar which
often appeared yearly, some-
times in editions of 10,000
copies, and many books that
were published together with
other publishers.

At its peak, book sales per
annun rose to about $25,000.
That is in the times when we
were the only agent for
Finnish publishers in Ameri-
ca and in cooperation with
Ty6émies and Toveri in spread-
ing our own publications.
Money transmissions were
also a big factor in these
years.

Raivaaja’s advertising in-
come is five times greater
than in 1910. Subscriptions
totals four times greater.
There is no knowledge of
income and expenses for the
first years due to poor book-
keeping. Bookkeeping was
only being organized into
coherent forms at that time.

Among important events we
can mention the purchase of
the Pohjan Tahti. We ceased
publication of this paper as
soon as we realized that ex-
penses doubled and that
Raivaaja could fill the need
for this newspaper by itself
and even better. It didn't call
for large amounts of money. It
was an advantageous deal for
the equipment equaled the

investment.

The last deal was the pur-
chase of the Paivialehti. That
newspaper would certainly
have had to close down in a
short time due to the troubles
it had sprouted. Now it has
gone on for six years. The
business has been successful
and Raivaaja has recouped
most of its investment. The
rest will be paid soon if the
agents keep pushing circula-
tHon and the readers send in
their renewals, that being the
nub of the matter. This will
bring income to Raivaaja at
about $2,000 per year.

That is not an amount to be
laughed at. And we own there
a business with equipment
and machinery, a job shop
and book printing shop which -
are twice as large as Raivaa-
ja's. The educational value
that Patvilehti has realized in
satisfying the need for a
paper in the Mid West for the
Finns is of great importance.
We understood this, but do
the readers of that paper
understand how much work
we have done for their good,
that we do not know.

This article has touched on
many different matters; have
they all been to the point or
not, the writer cannot say,
but they have occurred to him
as he prepared this explana-
tion and they have recalled to
the writer interesting histori-
cal events, so that have been
recorded here. Much has
probably not been mentioned,
but let this be enough.

The work done was the
result of cooperation in which
each of us has had a larger or
smaller part to play.

He states, "This was the first
period in my life when I, a
person raised entirely in an
atheist way, first thought
about God. This was difficult
for a young man who had
been brought up in Soviet
schools, who had studied in a
Soviet university. You know,
I spoke with Him. I spoke
with Him. I asked Him how
He could accept all of this."

Stalin once stated, "A single
death is a tragedy, a million
deaths is a statistic." It is dif-
ficult to comprehend this hor-
rific era of 20th century histo-
ry without bringing the story
down to the scale of the indi-
vidual.

The five men and six women
featured in "Stolen Years"
provide a graphic, sometimes
uncomfortable glimpse into
life in the forced labor camps.
Despite their ethnic diversity
and the vast geographical
expanse of the former Soviet
Union and Eastern Europe,
all of their experiences are
eerily similar. They tell the
stories of their arrests, often
on false charges, their impris-
onment, the grueling trans-
port to the labor camps, and
most chilling of all, the many
years spent in forced labor.

The documentary was filmed
at some of the most histori-
cally important locations
throughout the former Soviet
Union including: Moscow's
notorious Lubyanka prison,
mass grave sites in St.
Petersburg and Oryol, and
Butugychag forced labor
camp in the heart of the infa-
mous Kolyma Region of the
Russian Far East.

The program contains a
wealth of haunting still pho-
tographs including personal
photos provided by the sur-
vivors themselves. The film-
makers worked with the
purge survivor groups Memo-
rial and Vozvrashchenie to
gain access to private photo-
graph collections. In an effort
to portray the complete labor
camp experience, the film fea-
tures the musical composi-
tions of Russian émigré com-
poser Alexey Kovalev, includ-
ing renditions of traditional
folk music that evolved in the
gulag system.

Project advisor Robert Con-
quest is a senior research fel-
low and curator of the Rus-
sian and East European Col-
lection at the Hoover Institu-
tion at Stanford University.
His prolific writings on the
subject of Stalin's purges
include The Great Terror, The
Harvest of Sorrow, Kolyma:
The Arctic Death Camps and
Stalin: Breaker of Nations.

The interview for "Stolen
Years" were conducted by
American journalist and na-
tive Russian language speak-
er Vladimir Klimenko. Kli-
menko, whose own paternal
grandfather was executed
during Stalin's purges, is
credited as screenwriter for
the production.

I was born into a Saima
family with Grandpa a mem-
ber of the Workers’ Credit
Union board, my father Paavo
a Reipas A. C. athlete, uncle
Aaro a RAIVAAJA paper boy,
and Isad always talking about
Finnish cooperatives while
away at college. My grandfa-
ther in a purposeful, solemn
moment passed the cultural
torch to Pauli his grandson
teaching me about his belov-
ed Finland, a land of a thou-
sand lakes. I am proud of my
Finnish grandparents being
part of that great wave of
immigrants that came to
America.

Jattiapuraha pohjoismaiselle
diabetes- tutkimukselle

Maailman suurimpiin lukeu-
tuva tutkimusapuraha on
myénnetty pohjoismaiselle
tutkijaryhmalle, joka pyrkii
kehittidmédin diabetekseen
liittyvien vaikeiden lisdsai-
rauksien ennaltaehkéisya ja
hoitoa. Tavoitteena on myo6s
oppia tunnistamaan ne 30
prosenttia diabeetikoista, joil-
la munuaisvaurion riski on
eritylsen suuri.

Novo Nordisk -saation myon-
tdman 80 miljoonan markan
apurahan luovutti Tanskan
kuningatar Margareeta K&66-
penhaminassa.

Tutkimushankkeessa on
mukana pohjoismaisia huip-
pututkijoita Helsingin, Tuk-
holman, Uppsalan ja Gétebor-
gin yliopistoista. Tutkimus-
hankkeen johtajana on pro-
fessori Karl Tryggvason Tuk-
holman Karoliinisesta insti-
tuutista. Helsingin yliopiston
tutkijaryhmaa johtaa profes-
sori Kari Alitalo Haartman-
instituutista.

Tutkimushankkeen tavoit-
teena on seuraavan kymme-
nen vuoden aikana selvittaa
mm. pienten verisuonten bio-
logiaa. Diabetekseen liittyvien

silm4- ja munuaisvaurioiden
uskotaan olevan seurausta
pienten verisuonten toimin-
tahairioista.

Pienten verisuonten biolo-
glaa tutkitaan scka terveiltd
ihmisilt4 ettid diabeetikollta,
Jjotta ymmarrettidisiin niita
muutoksia, joita nimenomaan
diabetes verisuonissa aiheut-
taa. Pienten verisuonten vau-
rioituminen heikentii usei-
den diabeetikkojen ndkodaistia
ja pahimmillaan seurauksena
on sokeus.

Munuaisissa pienten veri-
suonten toimintahéirié hei-
kentdid munuaisten toimintaa
ja aiheuttaa joskus munuai-
sen siirtoa tai dialyysihoitoa
vaativan munuaisvaurion.

Tavoite tunnistaa
riskiryhmdit ajoissa

Tutkijat selvittiviat myds pe-
rinnéllisten tekijoiden osuutta
munuaisvaurion synnyssa.
Joka kolmannelle diabeeti-
kolle kehittyy munuaisvaurio.

Professori Tryggvasonin mu-
kaan yksi tarkea tavoite on-
kin kehittdd menetelmid, joi-
den avuila voidaan tunnistaa
ne 30 prosenttia diabeeti-

koista, joilla tim4 on erityisen
suuri. Ndin riskiryhméiin
kuuluvia voitaisiin ryhtya hoi-
tamaan ajoissa ja hidastaa tai
jopa ehkiistd vaurioiden syn-
tymista.

Tryggvason toivoo, ettid tut-
kijat onnistuisivat myods tun-
nistamaan yhden tai useam-
man geenivirheen, joka lisda
munuaisvaurion riskia dia-
beetikoilla. Taméa saattaisi
mahdollistaa geeniterapian eli
potilaan munuaissoluihin voi-
taisi siirtda terveitd geeneja,
jotka korjaisivat aineenvaih-
duntahairiéta.

Suomalaisryhmin johtaja
professori Kari Alitalo on 16y-
tidnyt useita valkuaisaineita
eli ns. kasvutekijoita, jota
sddtelevit verisuonten kasvua
ja toimintaa. Toiveita on myé&s
siitd, ettd kasvutekiji-geenite-
rapiasta léytyisi apua dia-
beetikoilla esiintyvin vaikean
valtimoiden ahtauman hoi-
dossa.
